	Term value: Forgiveness.

	In Collective Worship, the children will be considering the meaning of this term’s value which is forgiveness. They will learn that forgiveness means choosing to let go of anger or hurt feelings towards someone who did something wrong, even if it is difficult. They will also listen to stories and think about releasing negative emotions and focusing on the positive, such as understanding and empathy. This will link to the Bible verse, Matthew 6:12, “Forgive us for doing wrong, as we forgive others”      
Musician of the term: The music genre the school will be listening to is how music can be used to tell a story. In Year 5, we will focus on the music of Andrew Lloyd Webber’s musical ‘Joseph and his Amazing Technicolour Dreamcoat’ and ask: Should we always forgive, or are some actions unforgivable?
	Reading remains the heart of our curriculum. Children should continue to read their book at home. In Year 5 if children read at least 40 pages each week, they get entered into the reading raffle where they can win a book of their choice. [image: ]

Our class reader is Journey to the River Sea by Eva Ibbotson and we will be considering how the author creates detailed characters and uses secrets to tell a story.

In English, we will be researching and explaining the landfill process. Also, we will be writing a diary story based on a magical day in the life of a boy named Toki.
We will also be creating persuasive adverts for our very own chocolate bars!
In grammar, we will study: modal verbs; verbs of possibility; suffixes & prefixes and using commas in sentences. 
	Across the curriculum:
This termlet our topic is Population. We will learn about changes and distribution of the global population, the factors that influence these changes and consider the global impact of migration.  [image: ]

In DT, we will be learning how to design and create a pop-up book.

	In Physics we will be learning about the Sun, Moon and Earth – finding out about how our Solar System works and the relationships between the Sun, Moon, Earth and the planets.
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	RE & PSHE: 
In RE, we will be continuing to learn that Christians celebrate Jesus’ resurrection during the festival of Easter. Easter is celebrated all over the world and the children will have the opportunity to make comparisons with how it is celebrated in the UK compared to Ethiopia.  In Ethiopia, Easter is called Fasika and they will be introduced to a little boy called Dawit who will share his experiences.
In PSHE we will be looking at relationships and the skills and responsibilities needed to be a good friend, such as listening, as we journey through life.  
This will lead us to ask: When have you been on a significant journey, how did it change you? 

	Maths: We will look at a range of mathematical concepts this term: decimals & percentages; perimeter and area; statistics.

	Knowledge Organisers
Attached to this newsletter are ‘Knowledge Organisers’ for our Geography, Science, French and Design Technology units. These are designed to give you an overview of the learning and the essential information taught in these subjects during Spring 2 as well as help children learn and remember more over time. During our weekly lessons, we will provide children with the same Knowledge Organiser to use as a learning prompt sheet which supports work undertaken in class. We ask that you use this at home as a discussion prompt with your children in order to help develop their long-term memory and vocabulary skills.
Some ideas to use the Knowledge Organiser at home with your child is as follows:
· Read the Knowledge Organiser together with them
· Test them on remembering the facts that they have read
· Ask them to practice spelling the key vocabulary
· Ask them to explain what the words in the key vocabulary list mean
· Ask them to summarise small sections of information on the KO - put it in their own words
· Ask them to explain the events that happened on any key dates contained on the KO
· Ask them to recreate any diagrams contained on the KO
· Challenge them to compete against you in a quiz based on the KO
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
